Leis na céadta blian bhi na hEireannaigh agus na hUcrdnaigh faoi riail ag an d4 impireacht
bamhoé ar domhan, na Breataine Mdire agus na Ruise rioga/sdéivéidi agus, tar éis an neam-
hspleachais, thug siad aghaidh ar iarmhairti riail na himpireachta. Niorbh i ba 14 diobh conas
an ghéarleanuint, an thulaingt agus an bas minddurtha a admhail, gan aibhéil a dhéanamh ar
an leatrom.

Sa bhliain 2014 d”ionsaigh Vladimir Putin an Ucrdin agus thosnaigh cogadh ar imeall thoir
nahEorpa, 15 bliana tar éis chrioch an chogaidh dheireanaigh ar imeall thiar na hEorpa, in
Eirinn. Léirionn na himeachtai seo, agus ionad imeallach an da ndisitin seo sa scolaireacht ar
impireachtai agus sa léann coilineach agus iarchoilineach, go mbaineann tabhacht faoi leith
inniu leis an taighde comparaideach ar stair na hUcrdine agus na hEireann.

Direoidh an chomhdhdil seo ar ghnéithe impiritilacha agus coilineacha de stair na hEire-
ann agus na hUcréine. Beidh na hébhair seo a leanas ina dtéamai painéal: Ionad na hEireann

IRELAND UKRAINE AND EMPIRE:
DEPENDENCE. CONFLICT. MEMORY

The world’s two biggest empires, the British and Russian tsarist/soviet, ruled the Irish and
Ukrainians for centuries, and, after independence, both those nations faced the task of over-
coming the legacies of imperial rule. Not the least of these was how to acknowledge persecution
suffering and unnatural deaths, without exaggerating victimhood.

Vladimir Putin’s 2014 invasion of Ukraine started a war at Europe’s eastern extreme, 15 years
after a war at its western extreme, in Ireland, had ended. These events and the fact that both
these countries figure only marginally in imperial and colonial/ post-colonial studies, make
the scholarly study and examination of the Ukrainian and Irish past in broader comparative
perspective, particularly important today.

This conference will focus on imperial and colonial aspects of Irish and Ukrainian history. Pan-
el themes include the following: The place of Ukraine and Ireland in imperial and post-colonial
studies; the Great Famines in Ireland and Ukraine; Empire, Language and Religion; Imperial
and hybrid identities, rule and resistance; National and anti-colonialist movements in the Irish
and Ukrainian territories of the British and Russian empires; the role of extremist empire loyal-
ists in maintaining imperial rule in eastern Ukraine and northern Ireland; the place of histori-
cal memory in overcoming imperial-colonial legacies.
